At the shore of Japan's largest lake, Lake Biwva, Nagahama developed with the growth of local industries
such as the Kunltomo gunsmiths, Hama-chirimen silks, and velvet production. The enterprising creative
spirit drove crafismanship, integrating foreign influences and technlgues as early as the Sengoku
period. Around 400 years ago, the preeminent Sengoku era daimyo lord, Toyotomi Hideyoshi, gained
control of the ragion and bullt Nagahama Castle to establish an economic structure for the community
to thrive, When Japan later had s industrial revolution, this area was at the kading edge with the
nation's 3rd oldest train line, as well as the first local community-built elermantany school and bank. The
entrepreneliral spirit lived on, providing a foundation for the glassmaking Industry that came later,

Kurokabe Glass Shop and District History
The name Kurokabe, rmaaning black wall, comes from the black plaster-walled bank bullding bullt here in
1800. Once a contral shopping district, the area declined as consumers turned to large scale shopping
